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Individual Career Plan (ICP) 
 
The ICP, or Individual Career Plan, is a folder started in the eighth grade that helps students identify and explore initial career goals.  In the eighth grade, 
students make an educational plan of how to achieve those goals in high school and beyond.  In high school, students work with teachers to review and update 
their goals and educational plans.  The ICP is an informal document intended for the use of students, parents, and counselors for career planning.  ICPs are kept 
in the English department.

1.  To graduate from Logan Elm High School, students must pass all sections of the required Ohio Graduation Test (OGT) tests that include:  
Social Studies, Math, Reading, Writing and Science  
 
2.  Students attending the Pickaway-Ross Career and Technology Center during their junior and senior year will earn a majority of elective credits 
in career-focused courses.  Pickaway-Ross students achieving a "C" average and receiving a teacher recommendation will earn a State Vocational 
Certificate in addition to a diploma.    
 
3.  Alternative way to meet testing requirements: students may meet the testing requirements for passing all five Ohio Graduation tests if 
he/she meet ALL of the following criteria): 
  

• Passes 4 of the five tests and had missed passing the 5th test by no more than 10 points; 
• Has a 97% attendance rate, excluding any excused absences, through all four years of high school and must not have 

had an expulsion in high school; 
• Has at least a grade point average of 2.5 out of 4.0 in the courses of the subject area not yet passed; 
• Has completed the high school curriculum requirement; 
• Has participated in any intervention programs offered by the school and must have had a 97% attendance rate in any 

programs offered outside the normal school day; and 
• Has letters recommending graduation from the high school principal and from each high school teacher in the subject 

area not yet passed.

Students dropping a class after five (5) days will be withdrawn as failing the course unless the drop is recommended by the teacher. 
 
The following classes are designated as Advanced Placement (AP) classes:  Chemistry 2, Calculus, American History, English 304 and English 
404 courses.  The grade point average (GPA) will be increased by .05 for each AP course taken. 
 
ALL CLASSES REQUIRE 5 POINTS TO RECEIVE CREDIT; SEMESTER CLASSES REQUIRE 2.5 POINTS. An exception to the 
policy: An “F” average for the second semester of a year long or blocked class, means a failure for the class.  An “F” the second quarter of a 
semester class means failure.  Every effort shall be made to notify parents as this situation develops, but the responsibility still belongs to the 
student.   
 
At least 2 points for a year long or blocked class and 1 point for a semester class must be earned the second semester and the second 
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quarter respectfully.  Incompletes will be changed to an “F” after 2 weeks. 
 
The additional weight of completed AP courses will be added to the current grade point average for the purpose of National Honor Society and 
college applications.  For graduation awards and class rank, the GPA will be figured after the 15th nine weeks grade period.  Determination of 
valedictorian and salutatorian will be made after the final grading period.  Averages will be figured by computer to the third decimal point.   
Grade point average will never be rounded up. 
  
 Seniors ranking first and second in the class will have the opportunity to speak at graduation. 
  

Post Secondary options classes still in progress will not be included in this average.

Logan Elm High School students have eight options that they may choose from during their last two years of secondary education.  They are as 
follows:

 7.  Career Based Intervention Program (CBIP) 
  8.  Early Graduation. 
 
Post-Secondary Enrollment Options Program -- (Senate Bill 140) 
 
This option is to allow high school students the opportunity to enroll in college courses and to receive high school and/or college credit.  Any 
qualified high school student (grades 9-12) may enroll full or part time for nonsectarian courses for high school and/or college credit at no cost to 
the student. 
     
Logan Elm High School will notify parents of eighth through eleventh grade students by March 1 of each school year about the post-secondary 
enrollment options program.  Students/Parents must notify the school district before March 31 of intent to participate in the Post-Secondary 
Enrollment Options Program.   
 
Students may enroll in a nearby college or university, take college courses, and receive both college and high school credit at the same time.  The 
student must provide his/her transportation.   
      
Students must have at least a 3.0 GPA and must have passed all parts of the OGT to be eligible for consideration.  Additional information 
and applications are available from your advisor or guidance counselor. 
 
Correspondence Courses 
 
High school courses offered through correspondence courses are accepted for credit toward graduation only when they meet the following 
criteria: 
 

1. Credits earned in correspondence schools directly affiliated with state universities are evaluated by the school administration for 
students who wish to qualify for graduation from high school. 

2. Credits earned from correspondence schools not directly affiliated with an accredited college or university may not be applied toward 
graduation.  Credits will be evaluated by high school administration. 

3. Credits earned from schools, which have been established primarily for correspondence study, rather than an institution primarily for 
residence study, may not be accepted toward graduation.  Credits will be evaluated by high school administration.

Online coursework for makeup of failed classes.  $160.00 per full credit, $80.00 per half credit is refunded upon successful completion.  
Application must be approved by the Principal. 
 
 
Pickaway-Ross Career and Technology Center 
 

The Pickaway-Ross Career and Technology Center is a part of Logan Elm High School and specializes in preparing students with 
technical skills allowing them to become successfully employed immediately after high school.  Training programs are two years in 
length, culminating in state certification or licensure in the specific skill area.  A variety of programs are available after successful 
completion of the first two years of high school.

It is a misconception that students attending the Pickaway-Ross Career and Technology Center do not go on for further education.  Most highly 
skilled jobs in today’s economy require continuing education, and the successful vocational program graduate is no exception.  Therefore, course 
work at the Center combines hands-on, applied instruction as well as in-depth academic preparation related to the chosen career path of each 
student. 
 
Tech Prep 
 
Tech-Prep is a term that is short for “technical preparation.”  It refers to the academic and occupational preparation that is recommended for 
smooth entry into the many careers that will require technical skill as well as a high level of academic ability.  Tech-Prep is a competency-based 
program combining secondary and post-secondary education and occupational experiences that include a common core of required proficiency 
levels in math, science, communications and technology designed to lead to a high school diploma and an associate degree or post-secondary 
certificate in a specific career field. 
 
For Logan Elm students, the technical part of Tech Prep begins in grade 11 and continues through at least two years of post-secondary education 
if students so choose.  During the junior and senior years, students receive one and one-half hours of daily technical instruction in one of two 
fields.  The technical instruction is provided at the locations listed next to the name of the technology: 
 

Health Technologies   Berger Hospital, Circleville 
 College Tech Prep:  Electrical Technology    Pickaway-Ross 
 College Tech Prep:  Criminal Investigation & Police Science  Pickaway-Ross 
 College Tech Prep:  Media Design Tech Prep, Network Support Tech Prep Pickaway-Ross 
 
It is strongly recommended that students considering a Tech Prep path take college level course work during their high school career in math, 
science, and communications.  
 
Logan Elm High School  
 
Students may choose full-time daily attendance at Logan Elm High School based on their Individual Career Plans.  Students who select this 
option will combine coursework that supports their career goals. 
 
LEHS offers many courses that prepare students for careers and post-secondary education.  In grade 11 and 12, students will work closely with 
Guidance to select those courses that are most appropriate to their career goals. 
    
Students should note that the 11th and 12th grade are very important years.  It is expected that every student who chooses full-time daily 
attendance will enroll in a full course of study that will contribute to his or her career goal. 
 
 
Career Based Intervention Program 
 
 See course description 
 
Early Graduation 
 
No student shall receive a diploma from Logan Elm High School before his or her normal graduation date as determined by credits, grade level 
placement, and course requirements unless a written request for early graduation is made to the principal.  This request shall be made the student's 
sophomore year at the beginning of the scheduling process for the junior year but no later than the first of August.  All parts of the required OGT 
test must be passed by the end of the sophomore year before the approval for early graduation.  The principal will hold a meeting with the student 
and parents to discuss early graduation along with other educational options. 
 
Seniors may only need first semester to complete graduation requirements.  Other options may include post-secondary, early entry in the military, 
work experience, etc.  Athletes must be enrolled full time during the sport’s season.  Early graduates are not permitted to be involved in 
extracurricular activities such as band, choir, plays, field trips or dances other than Prom. 
 
Only one commencement ceremony will be held per school year.  Seniors completing graduation requirements first semester may request a letter 
stating that all graduation requirements have been met.  A diploma will be issued at the commencement ceremony. 

 
Work-Based Learning 
 
 Work-based learning can be achieved by a variety of methods. These methods include: 
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1. Internship - A program of working under supervision in an occupational area to gain experience in a specific field, gaining practical 
experience. 

 
 2. Youth Apprenticeship - Youth apprenticeship encompasses programs that use the workplace as a learning environment to develop 

students’ competencies in technical areas and related mathematics, science, communication, and problem solving.  Students learn by 
doing in the workplace with the help of mentors.  Qualified students receive a recognized occupational credential when they  

  complete the program. 
 
 3. Cooperative Education -  A structured and coordinated work experience that relates closely to the occupational aspects of the student’s 

educational program.  It usually involves a single employer under a defined agreement with the school and usually, but not always, 
involves pay.  The work experience will typically extend for days, weeks, or even months in a schedule that alternates with school 
learning. 

 
 4. Job Shadowing - In job shadowing, a student follows an individual as he/she performs workplace tasks for a designated number of 

days.  In this way, the student experiences the work environment and better understands the types of skills needed for specific 
occupations. 

 
 5. Mentoring - In a school-to-work mentoring program, a student is paired with an adult who can help him/her gain experience and 

training.  Also, the student learns to get along with new people and deal with real world situations. 
 
 
The student, parents/guardians, and the Guidance department will work together to schedule meaningful work-based learning experiences.  A 
completed Logan Elm Educational Options form, with specific guidelines, objectives and credit requests must be approved.  Documentation of 
the experience must be turned in by an established date to receive credit. 

 
 
IMPORTANT TESTS 

 
PLAN A pre-ACT test given to sophomores.  Test is given at Logan Elm generally in November.  Approximate Fee:   $10.00; pre-

registration required. 
 
 This test serves as a mid-point review of progress in ACT’s educational planning and assessment.  The plan is a powerful 

prediction for success on the ACT. 
 
PSAT A pre-SAT test given to juniors.  Test is given at Logan Elm generally in October.  Approximate fee:  $12.00; pre-

registration is required. 
 
 This test measures skills that are important for success in college.   
 

***The PSAT is the only opportunity to gain National Merit Scholarship recognition and opportunities. 

ACT One of two college admission test.  This test can be taken at any grade level but is generally junior and senior years.  Pre-
registration is required.  Test centers are listed in the application packet.  Approximate fee:  $29.00.  This national 
standardized test measures ability in English, Math, Reading, and Science, plus an optional writing test of $14.00.  The 
ACT composite score can serve as meter for financial aid at some schools.  Student athletes must acquire a certain score to 
be eligible to play at an NCAA school.

SAT 1 Reasoning test.  Approximate fee:  $41.50.  One of two college admission test requirements.  Test is generally taken the 

junior or senior year at a test center listed in the application packet.  Pre-registration is required.  SAT program test scores 
help you to compare your reasoning ability and academic strengths with those of more than 3 million students who take this 
test each year.

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General Information 

A: Underclassmen may take only one Agriscience course per year for 1¼ credit.  Seniors may take two courses. 
B: Students successfully completing two Agriscience courses fulfill a maximum of one science requirement. 
C: The FFA club is an integral part of all Agriscience courses. 
D: Students must pay the lab fee prior to October 1 of each year for each course.  FFA dues are charged to all AG students.   
E: All students must complete a supervised agricultural experience project before the end of each course for a grade. 
F: There are field trips and guest speakers planned for each course. 
 

 
001 - Agriscience 1:  Credit 1¼ 
Students new to Agriscience 
 
This course is an introduction to the world of agriculture, covering basic plant and animal science, natural resources, basic soil and environmental 
science, careers in agriculture, tractor and machinery safety, record keeping, basic small engines, welding, woodworking, introduction to forestry 
and wildlife management, and the FFA organization. 
 
002 - Agriculture Power I and II (020):  Credit 1¼ 
Prereq:  Agriscience 1 
 
This course is designed for the student interested in studying 2 and 4 cycle engines, multi-cylinder engines, gas and diesel theory and principles of 
operation.  Students will be introduced to agriculture machinery design, operation, and maintenance. 

 
003 - Agriculture Construction I and II (021):  Credit 1¼ 
Prereq:  Agriscience 1 
 
This course is designed for the student interested in studying welding, masonry, electricity and woodworking skills for future employment in 
agriculture.  Students will be introduced to project planning, engineering, and structure design for livestock, machinery, and grain. 
 
004 - Animal Science I and II (022): Credit 1¼ 
Prereq:  Agriscience 1 
 
This course is designed for the student interested in studying livestock and small animal care, veterinary science, equine science, and animal 
selection, nutrition, breeding, grooming, judging, anatomy and showing. 
 
005 - Environmental Science: Credit 1¼ 
Prereq:  Agriscience 1 
 
This course is designed for the student interested in studying our natural resources, wildlife management, forestry, aquaculture, soil science, and 
environmental issues. 

006 - Landscaping I and II (023):  Credit 1 ¼ 
Prereq:  Agriscience 1 
 
This course is designed for the student interested in studying landscaping, greenhouse production, horticulture, plant and soil science, 
hydroponics, and crop production.  Computer aided design programs will be used in this class. 
 
007 - Agribusiness:  Credit 1 ¼ 
Prereq:  Agriscience 1 and Junior or Senior 
 
This course is designed for the student interested in starting, owning, or managing a business with emphasis on financing, human relations, 
salesmanship, marketing, and recordkeeping.  Students will need to be employed in an agriculture-related job by March 15, with school, parent, 
and employer agreement, and work at least 15 hours per week. 
 
008 - Agricultural Safety:   Credit ½, semester course  * Does not qualify for a science credit. 
 
This class covers firearm safety, archery safety, tractor/machinery and four-wheeler safety taught by a certified instructor.   
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010 - Foundations:   Credit ½, semester course          
Prereq:  Teacher Approval, Fee 
Required Materials:  sketchbook, pencils and erasers 

 
This is an entry-level art class.  It is a prerequisite for all other art classes.  Students will learn the fundamental elements and principles of art, and 
be able to use them in all art projects.  Students will work through beginning drawing, color theory, ceramics, and other various forms of art that 
will be needed later on.  Other aspects to be integrated will be art history, criticism, aesthetics interpretation.  Student’s individual ability is 
considered in the evaluation of progress. 
 
011 - Drawing 1:   Credit 1 
Prereq: Foundations, fee 
Required Materials:  Kneadable eraser, 18 x 24 Academy drawing paper/sketchbook, mechanical pencils, 1 ea. B, 2B, 4B, 6B drawing pencils, 
and optional – Koh-i-noor pencil sharpener with 3 difference sized holes 
 
Students will explore drawing as a process of seeing, develop technical skills and engage in the use of drawing media as materials for 
communication.  Examples of the work of past and contemporary artists will be referenced.  Work will be assigned in observation, drawing and 
writing in an effort to improve visual arts skills and knowledge.   
 
012 - Drawing 2:   Credit 1 
Prereq: Drawing 1, fee 
Required Materials:  Drawing paper sketchbook form, pencils (2B, 4B, 6B), kneadable eraser, hair spray (aerosol can) 
 
Students will explore the theory and practice of two-dimensional design, while investigating each of the basic elements of two-dimensional 
design (line, shape, color, value, texture).  Students will create artwork in which they utilize the organizational principles of 2-D design 
(harmony/variety, unity, repetition/rhythm/movement, scale, economy, dominance/emphasis, space).  Each student will also experiment with a 
variety of two-dimensional media; solve design problems and demonstrate basic compositional skills.  All will experiment with different 
approaches to art production including a variety of medium as well as some textile work.  We will view and discuss the work of 2-D artists, 
students’ individual works and peer works of art. 
 
013 - Painting 1:   Credit ½ 
Prereq:  Foundations, fee 
Required Materials:  Sketchbook, several plastic lids/foam trays, old shirt, plastic wrap 
 
Basic principles and techniques of painting will be explored.  The principles of composition, drawing, value contrast, value transitions, edge 
treatment and color harmony will be discussed.  Exercises in color mixing will be provided.  Some of the techniques that will be introduced are: 
1) Grisaille, 2) Limited palette, 3) Direct method, 4) Alla Prima.  The instructor will make rounds during studio for individual instruction.  
Students will learn to paint from life and from resource materials.  Emphasis will be placed on the perception and translation of form and color. 
 
014 - Painting 2:   Credit ½ 
Prereq:  Painting 1 
Required Materials:  Sketchbook, several plastic lids/foam trays, old shirt, plastic wrap 
 
Class will go in depth with painting techniques and skills learned from Painting 1. 
 
015 - Photography:   Credit 1         
Prereq:  Foundations, fee 
Required Materials:  SLR Camera w/35 mm lens (flash and larger lenses and filter are optional), 3 ring binder, negative sleeves (found at Wal-
Mart or Cord Camera in Lancaster), notebook paper   
 
This course will introduce you to the art of black and white photographic image making and printing.  You will learn to see and appreciate light in 
a new way, learn to see and design shapes in the frame and you will learn how to make fine black and white prints and finish them to the matted 
presentation.  In this course, you will learn how to properly expose film, how to develop that film and to make beautiful exhibition black and 
white prints.  This is merely not a technical course however.  The most important thing you can bring away from this course is a new sense of 
seeing.  To be able to have a finer appreciation of light, to discover meaning in images rather than words, or most importantly, how to make 
images, important and powerful in their own right, rather than merely “take pictures” is the main goal of the course. 
 
016 - Ceramics/3D Sculptures:   Credit 1 
Prereq:  Foundations, fee 
Required Materials:  Pencils, erasers, notebook, old (protective) clothing 
 
A class dedicated to exploring various ceramics and sculpture media and techniques.  Some of these media may include, but are not limited to, 
clay with hand building and potter’s wheel techniques, was, soap, plaster, wire, and casting.  Students may experience carving, assemblage and 
metal work.  Individual ability is considered in the evaluation of progress.  This course may be repeated for those desiring to build upon these 
skills, in an independent study or during the courses designated “block”.  This must be approved by the instructor.   
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025 - Skandha (Yearbook):  yearlong course, Credit ½ 
Prereq:  Teacher Approval, Enrollment limited. 
 
Students participate in the production of the high school yearbook, which chronicles the events of the year.  Activities include the selling of 
advertisements to companies in the community, photography, drawing layouts of pages to be sent to the publisher, writing copy, art work, and 
computer input of copy and designs. 
 
Interested students must complete an application designating his/her interest in being on the staff.  A student editor or co-editor and a business 
manager are selected from veteran students on the staff.  The class is limited to 16 students.  Some meetings will be held after school ends in June 
to meet the last deadline. 

 
027 - Introduction to Accounting/Bookkeeping 1:  Credit ½, Fee 
 
 This semester course focuses on the student developing fundamental concepts and principles of record-keeping for use in business and 
personal/business activities.  *This course cannot be used to fulfill a math credit. 

 
028 - Accounting/Bookkeeping 2:  Credit ½. Fee 
Prereq:  Accounting 1 
  
More in-depth study of Accounting/Bookkeeping I. 
 
029 - Accounting/Bookkeeping 3:  Credit ½ 
Prereq:  Accounting 2 
 
This course is an automated version of Accounting 1 and 2.   
  
030 - Personal Finance/Money Management:   Credit ½, semester course 
  
The focus of this class is to help students learn to deal with personal finance issues.  Students will develop an understanding of consumer 
economics and personal finance.  Topics included will be:  income, money management, credit and career opportunities.    
 
031 - Introduction to Technology:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  None 
  
This course will provide students with introductory hands-on experience in four information technology (IT) areas designated by IT Works Ohio.  
Information Support and Services, Programming and Software Development Network Systems and Interactive Media.  Areas include Web Page 
Design, Digital Photography, Multimedia Production, Electronics Communication, Network Administration, Working with the Internet and 
Computer Maintenance and Upgrade.  Copyright and Internet safety will be explored. 
 
032 - Business/Computer applications 01:  Credit ½ , semester course 
 
Basic functions in this course include keyboarding, spreadsheets, computer presentations, e-mail, Microsoft Word, on-line applications and 
organizational skills. 
 
038 - Introduction to Web Design:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  Introduction to Technology or Business Computer Application 
 
This class will teach the basics of good web design.  Students will learn how to design.  Students will learn how to design web pages that include 
tables, graphics, sound, and text using web design software.  Students will learn how to create a Podcast and Screencast.  Additional technologies 
such as digital cameras and scanners will be used. 
 
039 - Advanced Web Design:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq: Introduction to Web Design 
 
Continuation of Introduction to Web Design and will include maintaining our school web sites, elementary sites and other community service 
projects,  Student must be able to cover extracurricular activities outside of school hours.    
 
040 - Tech Team:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  At least one computer class and teacher approval.  Limited to 8 students. 
  
This course is designed for students in grades 10-12.  The program will help provide needed technical support for the high school, while also 
providing students with the technological skills that will lead them to success in our emerging world economy.  The program will accomplish this 
by using industry standard A+ certification and networking essentials.  Students will also be trained in the basics of computer support help desk.  
Student will interview with the teacher and technology coordinator. 
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101 - English 101:  Credit 1, Grade 9 
Prereq:  Teacher Recommendation 
 
The focus of this class is providing intensive study in reading and writing with strong emphasis on Ohio Graduation Test review.  Recommended 
for at risk students who need individualized help to pass the reading and/or writing sections of the Ohio Graduation Test. 
 
102 - English 102:  Credit 1, Grade 9 
Prereq:  None 
 
The focus in this class is on preparing students for the Ohio High School Graduation Test.  All students will read a variety of literary genres 
including the short story, novel, drama, poetry and non-fiction selections.  Students will also work on different types of writing, with a focus on 
the narrative, expository, and persuasive essay.  Emphasis in the class will be on improving reading and writing skills associated with the Ohio 
Graduation Test by using materials that parallel the benchmarks for reading and writing on the test.  Teachers will also use sample questions 
based on the competencies in the Ohio Graduation Test to identify students who have mastered skills necessary to pass the Ohio Graduation Test.  
This class is not for the student planning on attending college.  This class is for the student who needs more individualized help with English and 
the Ohio Graduation Test.   
 
103 - English 103:  Credit 1, Grade 9 
Prereq:  None 
 
The focus in this class is on preparing students for the Ohio Graduation Test.  All students will read a variety of literary genres including the short 
story, novel, drama, poetry and non-fiction selections.  Students will also work on different types of writing, with a focus on the narrative, 
expository, and persuasive essay.  Emphasis in the class will be on improving reading and writing skills associated with the Ohio Graduation Test 
by using materials that parallel the benchmarks for reading and writing on the test.  Teachers will also use sample questions based on the 
competencies in the Ohio Graduation Test to identify students who have mastered skills necessary to pass the Ohio Graduation Test.  This class is 
for college bound students. 
 
104 - English 104:  Credit 1, Grade 9 
Prereq:  Grade of “A” in Honors Eighth grade English and Teacher Recommendation 
 
English 104 is an Honors class that helps prepare students for Advanced Placement English courses at Logan Elm and also for college English.  
This class is for the accelerated English student, one who is planning on taking Advanced Placement English classes.  Students will participate in 
an in-depth study of many literary genres, including the short story, novel, drama, poetry and non-fiction writing.  Class discussions and writing 
assignments (both in-and-out-of-class) demand critical and analytic thinking.  Students will also study grammar and advanced vocabulary.  This 
fast-paced course requires dedication to learning and the ability to work independently.  This class is also aligned with the benchmarks and 
competencies for the Ohio Graduation Test.  Summer reading is also required. 
 
121 - English 201:  Credit 1, Grade 10 
Prereq:  Teacher Recommendation 
 
The focus of this class is providing intensive study in reading and writing with strong emphasis on Ohio Graduation Test review.  Recommended 
for students who need individualized help to pass the reading and/or writing sections of the Ohio Graduation Test. 
 
122 - English 202:  Credit 1, Grade 10 
Prereq:  Credit in English 101 or 102 

 
The focus in this class is on preparing students for the Ohio Graduation Test.  All students will read a variety of literary genres including the short 
story, novel, drama, poetry and non-fiction selections.  Students will also work on different types of writing, with a focus on the narrative, 
expository, and persuasive essay.  Emphasis in the class will be on improving reading and writing skills associated with the Ohio Graduation Test 
by using materials that parallel the competencies for reading and writing on the test.  Teachers will also use sample questions based on the 
competencies in the Ohio Graduation Test to identify students who have mastered skills necessary to pass the Ohio Graduation Test.  This course 
is not for the college bound student.  This class is for the student who needs more individualized help with English and the Ohio Graduation Test. 
 
123 - English 203:  Credit 1, Grade 10 
Prereq:  Credit in English 103 or Teacher Recommendation 
 
The focus in this class is on preparing students for the Ohio Graduation Test.  All students will read a variety of literary genres including the short 
story, novel, drama, poetry and non-fiction selections.  Students will also work on different types of writing, with a focus on the narrative, 
expository, and persuasive essay.  Emphasis in the class will be on improving reading and writing skills associated with the Ohio Graduation Test 
by using materials that parallel the competencies for reading and writing on the test.  Teachers will also use sample questions based on the 
competencies in the Ohio Graduation Test to identify students who have mastered skills necessary to pass the Ohio Graduation test.  This course 
is for college bound students. 
 
124 - English 204:  Credit 1,  Grade 10 
Prereq:  English 104 with a grade of “C” or above or  Teacher Recommendation. 
 
English 204 is an honors class that helps prepare students for Advanced Placement English courses at Logan Elm and also for college English.  
This class is for the accelerated English student, one who is planning on taking Advanced Placement English classes.  Students will participate in 
an in-depth study of many literary genres, including the short story, novel, drama, poetry and non-fiction writing.  Class discussions and writing 
assignments (both in-and-out-of class) demand critical and analytic thinking.  Student will also study grammar and advanced vocabulary.  This 
fast-paced course requires dedication to learning and the ability to work independently.  This class is also aligned with the benchmarks and 
competencies for the Ohio Graduation Test.  Summer reading is also required.    
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131 - English 301:  Credit 1, Grade 11 
Prereq:  Teacher Recommendation 
 
A graded class for students who have not passed the reading and/or writing portion of the Ohio Graduation Test.  The class covers OGT coaching 
and basic English skill development in reading and writing.   
 
132 - English 302:  Credit 1, Grade 11 
Prereq:  English 201 or 202 
 
This course is similar to English 303; it is less intensive and designed for those students not planning to attend a four-year college and/or who 
have not passed the reading and writing portions of the Ohio Graduation Test.  This class does not meet NCAA requirements for college 
bound athletes.  The course emphasizes the study of various American authors and literary styles in a survey of American literature designed to 
meet the standards of The Ohio Department of Education and to prepare students for the Ohio Graduation Test.  Composition, grammar and 
vocabulary work are included.  Class completion requirements include a  completed formal report following MLA guidelines.  Group work and 
discussion are an important part of the class. 
 
133 - English 303: Credit 1, Grade 11 
Prereq:  Credit in English 203 or Teacher Recommendation 
 
The students in this college preparatory class study a variety of different American authors and literary styles in a survey course in American 
Literature.  The course emphasizes literary analysis and criticism as well as literary heritage.  The students write many different types of 
compositions, which demonstrate their creative ability and critical awareness.  The students also study vocabulary development, sentence 
structure and grammar in order to improve their writing style.  In addition, group work and project work are an integral part of the class.  Class 
requirements include a completed Career Passport and finished research paper.  The class is for students who are planning to attend a four-year 
college and it does meet the NCAA requirements for a college bound athlete. 
 
134 - English 304:  AP English Literature/Composition, Credit 1, Grade 11 
Prereq: English 204 with a grade of “C” and/or Teacher’s Approval 
 
English 304 is an Advanced Placement English course which helps prepare students for English 404.  Students in the class participate in an in-
depth study of American Literature, as well as the various philosophies/movements that helped shape our literary heritage.  Novels, short stories, 
poetry, drama and essays make up the majority of the reading selections.  Class discussions and writing assignments (both in and out of class) 
require critical and analytical thinking.  Students also study the history of our language, including prefixes, suffixes, and roots from Ancient 
Greek and Latin, to understand how these word parts have created modern English.  This is a fast paced course, requiring dedication and the 
ability to work independently at times.  All students must successfully complete a research paper.  All students will take the AP English and 
literature test in the spring for possible college credit.  Approximate cost is $90.00 for the test.  Summer reading will also be required and 
consists of 2-4 novels.   
 
141 - English 401:  Credit 1, Grade 12 
Prereq:  Teacher recommendation  
 
This class is for the senior who has not passed the reading and/or writing parts of the Ohio Graduation Test.  The focus of the class is on intensive 
instruction in reading and writing.   
 
142 - English 402: Credit 1, Grade 12 
Prereq:  English 301, 302 or 303 
 
This twelfth grade class is a survey class in English Literature as well as a composition class with emphasis on business and essay writing.  All 
English 12 students must finish several projects to receive credit.  The student will also work on writing improvement strategies, study skills, 
oral presentations, group work and two novels.  This class is not for college bound students, nor does it meet NCAA requirements for a college 
bound athlete. 
 
143 - English 403:  Credit 1, Grade 12 
Prereq:  English 303 or 304 or Teacher Recommendation 
 
The twelfth grade class is a survey class in English Literature as well as an advanced composition class with emphasis on literary analysis and 
essay writing.  All English 12 students must finish a 1000 word documented research paper, a literary analysis essay and a novel project to 
receive credit.  The student will also work on writing improvement strategies, college study skills, oral presentations, and stylistic analysis.  This 
class is for college bound students. 
 
144 - English 404:  AP English Literature/Composition, Credit 1, Grade 12 
Prereq:  English 304 or Permission of the English 404 teacher  
 
AP English is an advanced English class that provides the student with college level materials and assignments.  Students read, discuss, and 
analyze a variety of novels, plays, poetry, short stories and non-fiction essays.  The student must write, think, and analyze independently and at a 
college-level pace.  The course requires a lot of outside reading and writing.  The student must take the AP exam in the spring for college credit.  
Approximate cost is $90.00 for the test.  Summer reading is required.  AP test practice is a major part of the class.  It is for the advanced 
English student only. 
 
 
146 - OGT Reading or Writing Intervention:  Credit ½ (semester) 
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These courses are required for students who have failed the OGT or are “at risk” of failing based on teacher evaluation.  Students who are credit 
deficient in the subject area may use the courses as independent study to gain needed graduation credit. 
 
 
English Electives: 
 
147 - English 001:  ACT Preparation – ½ credit 
Prereq:  None 
 
One of the most important college entrance requirements is scoring well on the ACT test.  This elective course focuses on preparation for the 
English and Reading portions of that test.  Readings and grammar work will mirror the type of work typically found on the ACT.  Students 
CANNOT earn English credit for this course. 
 
148 - English 002:  Etymology/Vocabulary Enrichment – ½ credit 
Prereq:  None 
 
The word etymology comes from the Greek word etym meaning  “true meaning” and “log” meaning “study of.”  In this elective course, students 
will expand their vocabulary by learning the Greek and Latin prefixes, suffixes and roots that come together to create our language.  These word 
parts are the keys to unlocking words.  Students CANNOT earn English credit for this course. 
 
149 - English 003:  Introduction to Creative Writing – ½ credit 
Prereq:  None 
 
The class introduces the student to the fundamentals of writing imaginatively.  Students study and write in forms including poetry, fiction, drama, 
and essays.  The course provides the opportunity to learn and practice the craft of fiction and examines the work of modern and contemporary 
writers and the forms and techniques essential to fiction.  Students will also enter writing contests throughout the semester.  In addition, at the end 
of the year, the class will publish a collection of the writings from class.  Students CANNOT earn English credit for this course. 

 
 
 

 
 

175 - French I:  Credit 1 
 
French I is the introductory level of foreign language acquisition.  It focuses heavily on vocabulary acquisition through a model called TPRS, 
Total Physical Response Storytelling.  In the method students learn and manipulate vocabulary through acting out the new words, producing long-
term recall, then listening and manipulating vocabulary in the context of short stories.  Grammar is learned naturally, in context, as a young child 
learns his own language.  Writing is begun early.  Reading is begun, as soon as vocabulary is adequate.  Active class participation is required.   
 
176 - French II:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  French I  
 
This second level of language acquisition continues in the TPRS model, introducing additional verb tenses and more difficult grammar structures.  
Fluency of oral expression is targeted.  In the second semester students read French texts to enlarge recognition and usage of vocabulary and 
grammar and to introduce culture from the countries where French is spoken.  
 
177 - French III:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  A “B” grade in French II or Teacher Recommendation.  
 
A continuation of language acquisition, with greater emphasis on grammar accuracy.  Short essays in the target language are written on selected 
topics.  Reading of chapter books in target language. 

 
178 - French IV:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  A “B” grade in French III or Teacher Recommendation.  Fee for paperback(s) 
 
The final level of language for study of more complex grammar.  Reading is a daily activity, to enhance vocabulary, but also to ingrain structures 
peculiar to the language and to offer an initial look at writing style.  Writing and speaking are done in the target language.  
The Spanish language program at Logan Elm High School believes that it takes at least three years for a student acquiring a second language to 
achieve basic proficiency.  Therefore, we offer Spanish classes 1-4 in order to guide the student from novice toward an intermediate level.  
Students leave the program able to navigate outside the classroom in the new target language.   
 
 
 
 

 
*Attention Underclassmen:  The Spanish department plans to have all classes taught in the year 
long traditional manner.  Blocked classes for Spanish will be phased out following the 2009-
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2010 school year.  Plan accordingly if you have your sights set on an honors diploma.   
 
185 - Spanish I:  Credit 1 
Grades 9-12  
Prereq:  A “B” average in English and/or Teacher Recommendation. 
 
Spanish I is the introductory class for Spanish.  The course focuses on building vocabulary and basic grammar skills as well as beginning to 
communicate in the language through speech and writing.  Students will engage in various activities to build vocabulary and grammar through 
listening, writing, reading and speaking at a beginner level in the language.  Cultural practices, perspectives and products are also a focus of the 
class. 

 
186 - Spanish II:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  A “B” average in Spanish I or Teacher Recommendation. 
 
Spanish II is a continuation of vocabulary building and grammar skills.  Students will begin to read, write, listen and speak Spanish at a more 
advanced level. 
 
187 - Spanish III:  Credit 1 
Prereq:   A “B” average in Spanish II or Teacher Recommendation. 
 
Spanish III is a continuation of vocabulary building and grammar skills.  There will be a greater emphasis on using the language more proficiently 
through short essays, readings and presentations.  Most writing and speaking are done in the target language.   
 
188 - Spanish IV:   Credit 1   
Prereq:  A “B” average in Spanish III or Teacher Recommendation.   
 
Spanish IV  is the final level of language study.  The student will study more complex grammar with a greater emphasis on using the language 
through essays, readings and presentations.  All communication and writing is in the target language.   
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
200 - Health:  Credit ½, semester course  
Prereq:  Grades 9-12 (Freshman requirement) 
 
Health deals with preventions and conditions that promote good health.  Responsible decision making in the areas of personal and community 
living with ways to cope physically and emotionally with the stress of a fast-moving, changing society will be discussed. 
 
250 - PE:  Credit ¼, semester course 
Prereq: None.  Fee  
 
Course participation and evaluation will be done by pass/fail grades. 
 
251 - Advanced Physical Education (Weights & Conditioning):    Credit ¼, semester course 
Prereq:  Teacher Recommendation. Fee:  None. 
 
This class focuses on the techniques, safety and benefits of weight training and cardiovascular fitness. 
 
253 – Health & Fitness:  Credit 1 
 
     Fitness Aspects – This portion of the course will focus on activities to promote life-long healthy living.  The course will introduce and focus 
on activities that students can continue to participate in upon completion of the course. 
 
     Health Aspects – This portion of the course is designed for students to better understand their bodies, deal with life’s health problems and 
develop a plan for a healthy lifestyle. 
 
Physical Education Flexible Programming: - Flexible programming credits are worth ¼ of a credit per season completed and may only 
accumulate to a maximum of ½ credit toward graduation.  Students who seek an educational option for physical education credit follow the plan 
for this course.  Each student following this plan will file an application with a designated coach, advisor, or teacher; each student will set goals 
and objectives for successful completion of the program.  Students participating in sports, marching band, and cheerleading, successfully 
completing one season, will receive 1/4 credit in physical education. 
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401 - Woods 1:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  None, Fee, safety glasses plus materials. 
 
This is a general woodworking class, geared to the novice.  The first two projects are assigned by the teacher, and are designed to use a wide 
variety of machines and hand tools in their manufacture.  Subsequent projects will be selected individually by the students.  Areas covered will 
be:  all shop rules and safety procedures; proper care, adjustment and use of hand tools and power equipment; selection of material; proper 
construction and assembly of projects. 
 
402 - Woods 2:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  Woods 1, Fee,  safety glasses plus materials. 
 
This is an advanced woodworking class.  Areas covered include review of Woods 1, proper care and safe use of power tools, along with advanced 
furniture design and construction.  All students are expected to know how to use all power tools and equipment, complete three assigned projects, 
and projects of their own selection.   
 
403 - Woods 3:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq: Instructor Approval, Woods 1 and 2, Fee: safety glasses plus materials. 
 
Course is designed for students who have shown quality workmanship, self-motivation, good classroom cooperation and a desire to create 
extensive woodworking projects as well as experiment with new techniques. 
 
404 - Woods 4:   Credit ½,  semester course 
Prereq: Instructor Approval and successful completion of Woods 1, 2, and 3, Fee: safety glasses plus materials. 
 
406 - Metals 1:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  None, Fee   safety glasses plus materials. 
 
This is a general unit type of shop and provides experiences in several phases of work in specific fields of industry.  General metals will include: 
brief introduction to blue print reading, instruction and project work in machine shop sheet metal, bench metal, forge, foundry, and welding. 
 
407 - Metals 2:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Metals 1, Fee safety glasses plus materials. 
 
Advanced Metal Shop is a course designed to provide experience in the field of machine tool metalworking and welding. The students will gain 
knowledge of basic machine shop practices about machinery, cutting tools, and shop processes for ½ of the semester.  Students will fabricate a 
project using the skills from working on welding exercises.  One required project (bench vise) with more sophisticated practices and operations 
on the equipment. 

 
408 - Metals 3:  Credit 1  
Prereq:  Successful completion of Metals 1 and 2.  Fee, safety glasses and materials. 
 
This class combines metal working skills from two previous courses into a total project-oriented laboratory class. 
 
409 - Metals 4:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Successful completion of Metals 1, 2 & 3.  Fee, safety glasses and materials. 
 
This class is an extension of Metals 3. 
 
413 - CAD 1:  Basic mechanical and architectural design, Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  None   Fee 
 
This course will cover measuring and mechanical drawing techniques.  Students will be taught how to draw freehand and how to use basic 
AutoCad functions.  Both mechanical and architectural drawing will be taught. 
 
414 - CAD 2:   Advanced mechanical and architectural design with 3-D modeling, Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  CAD 1 (C or better), Fee 
 
This course will review concepts covered in CAD 1.  The course will also cover advanced AutoCAD functions, 3-D modeling, AutoCAD 
programming, etc.   
 
415 - Mechanical Drawing:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq: None, Fee - $28.00 for drafting kit 
 
This is the language of the industrial world.  It is the means by which ideas and information concerning the manufacture, construction, or erection 
of objects of all kinds are drawn and given to others.  It is our aim to develop the basic principles and processes of mechanical drawing to solve 
problems and place them on paper.  Areas covered include 3-view drawing, sections, lettering, auxiliary views, dimensioning, isometrics, 
freehand and blueprint reading.   
 
 
 

416 - Introduction to Industrial Arts Technology/Vocational & Industrial Maintenance:  Credit 1, semester course 
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This course is designed for students who need to develop adequate math skills at the Pre-Algebra level. 

 
603 - Pre-Algebra 02:  Credit 1 
Prereq: Pre-Algebra 01 or a “C” or better in Applied Math 
 
This course includes a careful study of arithmetic with attention to basic skills and structure, as well as sound development of the real number 
system.  Fundamental concepts or Algebra will be covered to prepare the student for Algebra 102. 
 
604 - Algebra 101:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Pre-Algebra 01 or 02 
 
This course is designed for students who need to develop adequate math skills at the Algebra 1 level. 

 
605 - Algebra 102:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Algebra 101 or a “C” or better in Pre-Algebra 02 
 
This course presents the language and techniques used in higher math.  It is designed to teach fundamental procedures in the topics necessary to 
prepare for Algebra 202. 
 
606 - Geometry:  Credit 1 (Semester Block Course) 
Prereq: Algebra 101 or 102 
 
In this subject, the student will discover the definitions and properties associated with common geometric shapes and use those to solve problems 
involving them.  Emphasis is placed on reasoning. 

 
607 - Algebra 201:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Algebra 101 or 102 
 
This course is designed for students who need to develop adequate math skills at the Algebra 2 level. 

 
608 - Algebra 202:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Algebra 201 or a “C” or better in Algebra 102 
 
This course expands on the language and techniques used in higher math.  It is designed to further develop the mathematical procedures 
introduced in Algebra 102. 
 
609 - Algebra 3/ Trigonometry:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  “C” or better in Algebra 202 
 
The student will learn the six trigonometry functions and how to apply them to basic problems and in proofs.  Vector analysis, matrices, 
determinants, probability, statistics, proofs by mathematical induction, and other advanced topics are also included. 
 
610 - Pre-Calculus:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  “C” or better in Algebra 3/Trigonometry. 
 
The primary aim of this course is to present materials that will adequately prepare the student for further study of mathematics at the college level.  
Fundamental notions of algebra, trigonometry and geometry are merged into a sequence of importance of being able to visualize and graphically 
represent mathematical expressions.  Additional topics include exponential and logarithmic functions, polar coordinates, vectors and 
determinants, sequences and series, statistics, probability and introduction to Calculus. 
 
611 - Calculus:  AP Calculus AB, Credit 1 
Prereq:  “C” or better in pre-calculus.  Fee required. 
 
Calculus covers all topics in the Advanced Placement Calculus AB Syllabus.  The instruction takes full advantage of graphing calculators, using 
them for visual demonstrations of concepts and confirming calculations.  The student must take the AP exam in the spring for possible college 
credit.  Approximate cost is 80.00 for the test. 
 
612 - Transitions to College Math:  Credit 1 (Semester Block Course)  
Prereq:  Senior or Early Graduate and Algebra 201 or 202 
 
This is a math review of Algebra and Geometry for college-bound students who do not need the emphasis of Algebra 3/Trigonometry. 
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650 - Band:  Credits 1      
Prereq:  None, Fee 
 
The Logan Elm High School Band is a full year offering meeting for one period consisting of participation in both marching and concert band. 
 
   Marching Band: 
 
The Logan Elm High School Marching Band is composed of all students registered for band with the exception of those students participating                      
in a conflicting fall sport in which there is a direct performance conflict.  Such students should meet with the director before the end of the  
current school year to receive permission and to make special arrangements to meet their musical needs during their athletic participation. 
 
Activities of the marching band will include, but are not limited to, performing at all home and away Logan Elm High School football games, a 
selected number of Ohio Music Education Association adjudicated marching band performances, the Circleville Pumpkin Show, and several 
community functions as they are requested and scheduled.  The marching band rehearses two to three weeks prior to the opening of school 
(depending upon the date school opens) one of which includes a mandatory band camp held at a site away from the school.  The marching band 
rehearses for one period per day and approximately one and one half hours after school two or three days a week or as deemed necessary by the 
respective directors. 
 
Students participating in marching band will, in addition to their normal band credit, receive ¼ PE credit for their participation, up to a maximum 
of ½ credit toward graduation. 
 
     Concert Band:   
 
The Logan Elm High School Concert Band will be formed at the conclusion of the marching season and includes all student enrolled in the band 
program with seating based on auditions; the concert band will rehearse for one period during the school day.  During preparation for adjudicated 
performances the concert band will rehearse an additional one and one half hours after two days a week or as deemed necessary by the directors.  
The concert band performs three formal concerts per year as well as performs at Ohio Music Education Association adjudicated performances, 
Commencement, Memorial Day, and various community functions.  Participation in concert band is required of all members enrolled in band. 
 
Students signing up for band do so for the entire school year; selecting marching band or concert band only is not an option. 

 
     Pep Band: 
 
All students participate in the Logan Elm Pep Band on a rotating basis during basketball season. 

 
651 - Flag Corps:   Credit ¼ 
Prerequisite:  Audition 
 
The flag corps serves as an auxiliary unit of the Logan Elm High School Marching Band and is open to all students by audition only.  This  
section is for flag corps members that do not play a musical instrument.  Members of the flag corps who play a musical instrument sign up for  
band (both marching and concert).  The flag corps performs with the marching band at all home football games, OMEA marching band 
adjudicated performances, the Circleville Pumpkin Show, and at selected community activities throughout the season.  At the conclusion of the 
marching season, flag corps members are assigned to study hall for the remainder of the semester. 

 
652 - Concert Choir: Credit 1, Fee 

The Concert Choir is a full year offering meeting for one period for any students interested in joining a choir to learn the basics of singing and its 
components. The Concert Choir will perform from many time periods and in various languages. Rehearsal time will be spent on music reading 
activities, vocal production exercises and various aspects of choral singing. The choir will participate in three concerts, district contest (when 
deemed appropriate for the group) and other performances as scheduled. Attendance at each performance is mandatory. 

653 - Advanced Choir:  Credit 1, Fee 

Prereq:  Audition with director 

The Advanced Choir is a highly select group that will perform from many time periods and in various languages. Rehearsal time will be spent on 
music reading activities, vocal production exercises and various aspects of choral singing. The choir will participate in four concerts, district and 
state contest yearly and other performances as scheduled. Attendance at each performance is mandatory. 

 

654 - Men's Choir: Credit 1, Fee 
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The Men's Choir is a full year offering meeting for one period. The Men's Choir will perform from many time periods and in various languages. 
Rehearsal time will be spent on music reading activities, vocal production exercises and various aspects of choral singing. The choir will participate 
in three concerts, district contest (when deemed appropriate for the group) and other performances as scheduled. Attendance at each performance 
is mandatory. 
 
655 - Women's Choir:  Credit 1, Fee 

The Women's Choir is a full year offering meeting for one period. The Women's Choir will perform from many time periods and in various 
languages. Rehearsal time will be spent on music reading activities, vocal production exercises and various aspects of choral singing. The choir 
will participate in three concerts, district contest (when deemed appropriate for the group) and other performances as scheduled. Attendance at 
each performance is mandatory. 

     Leading Edge Show Choir: 

     Prereq: Audition with director, Fee 
 
This select group of singers (by audition only) will perform specially choreographed routines to popular music. Singing and dancing at   concerts, 
special invitations and contests throughout the school year will be the focus of this group. Auditions for this group will be held in May of the school 
year prior to the subsequent school year. Participants will be asked to purchase their own attire. Rehearsals are typically two hours twice a week. 
Students must participate in one of the four choirs offered at Logan Elm High School to participate in the show choir. 
 
656 - Music Theory 1:   Credit 1 
Prereq:  None 
 
Basic introduction to music.  Course covers note reading, scales, chords, figured bass, progressions, music appreciation, and basic composition.   
 
657 - Music Theory 2:   Credit 1 
Prereq:  Music Theory I 
 
A continuation of Music Theory I covering upper tertian harmonies, secondary function chords, modulations, music history, form and analysis 
and advanced composition. 
 
658 – Music Theory 3:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Music Theory II 
 
659 – Music Theory 4:  Credit 1

Biology:   *Required for graduation. 
 
Biology is a lab-oriented life science that will include but is not limited to the following areas: the nature of science, ecology, cells, genetics (DNA, 
protein synthesis, Mendelian genetics and biotechnology), natural selection and classification. 

 
701 - Biology 101 –  Credit 1 
Prereq: None, Fee 
 
This course if for the student who is not planning to attend college and needs more intensive instruction in preparing for the OGT.  

702 - Biology 102 –  Credit 1 

Prereq:  None, Fee 

This course is intended for the college bound student and will cover the above topics in greater detail in order to better prepare the student 
to be successful in college level classes. 

 
Physical Science:  *Required for graduation. 
 
Physical Science is a lab-oriented science class that will include but not limited to the following areas: Nature of Science, Matter, Atoms and the 
Periodic Table, Structure of Matter, Chemical Reactions, Solutions, Acids, and Bases, Nuclear Changes, Motion and Forces, Work and Energy, Heat 
and Temperature, Waves, Sound and Light, Magnetism, Communication Technology, The Universe, Planet Earth, the Atmosphere, and Using Natural 
Resources.  

 
703 - Physical Science 101 – Credit 1 
Prereq: None, Fee 
 
This class is for the student who is not planning to attend college and needs more intensive instruction in preparing for the OGT. 
 
704 - Physical Science 102 – Credit 1 
Prereq: Pre-Algebra (may be concurrent), Fee 
 
This class is intended for the college bound student and will cover the above topics in greater detail to better prepare the student to 
be successful in college level classes.  
 

705 - Integrated Physical Science:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Biology 101 and Physical Science 101 
This course curriculum is developed for the student who is not college bound and will satisfy the third science graduation requirement.  The 
course will include but not limited to chemical reactions, physical properties, mixtures and solutions, laws of motion, processes within and on the 
earth, earth’s history through geologic evidence, resources.   
 
707 - Chemistry 1:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Biology 102, Physical Science 102, and passed Algebra I with at least a “C”.  Fee plus breakage.  * Physical Science may be waived with 
teacher recommendation and an entry test.

Course will include but not limited to the following areas: study of the atom and its organization, formulas, chemical equations, solutions, acids 
and bases, oxidation and reduction, phases of matter and the Periodic Table. 
 
708 - Chemistry 2:  AP Chemistry, Credit 1 
Prereq:  Chem 1, previous or concurrent Alg II and teacher recommendation.  “A” in Chem 1 strongly recommended.  Fee plus breakage.  
 
Review of Chemistry 1 concepts.  Also learn thermochemistry, molecular structure, enthalpy, entropy, equilibrium reactions, and kinetics.  
Includes quantitative and qualitative analysis in the laboratory.  The student must take the AP exam in the spring for possible college credit.  
Approximate cost is $80.00 for the test. 
 
709 - Physics:  Credit 1 
Prereq:  Biology 102, Physical Science 102, and Algebra 3 Trig (may be concurrent).  Chemistry 1 recommended. 
 
Topics covered:  mechanics, forces, heat. Second semester:  sound, light, electrical, nuclear energies.  Elective for college preparatory students.   
 
710 - OGT Intervention/Independent Study:  Credit ½, (semester) 
 
This course is required for students who have failed the OGT or are “at risk” of failing based on teacher evaluation.  Students who are credit 
deficient in this subject area may use this course as an independent study to gain needed graduation credit in physical science or biology. 
 
711 - Biochemistry/Molecular Biology:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  Bio 102 and Physical Science 102 or Chemistry 1 (at least a “C” in these courses is highly recommended) 
 
This is a lab-based course that will begin with an in-depth study of the four major macromolecules that make up life (carbohydrates, lipids, 
proteins, and nucleic acids).  Then cells and cancer will be discussed in detail as well as cellular processes including cell transport, 
photosynthesis, respiration, and protein synthesis.  This is a must for anyone who is considering a career in the nursing or medical field.  It also 
will greatly benefit anyone attending a 4 year liberal arts college. 
 
712 - Anatomy and Physiology:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  Bio 102 (at least a “C” is highly recommended).  Highly recommended for Health Technologies students.   
  
This course will involve an in-depth look into the human body and its physiology.  The emphasis will be on anatomical structures and how they 
relate to their functions in the body.  It will begin with histology (study of tissues) and then move into the following systems: nervous, skeletal, 
muscle, digestive, circulatory, respiratory, and endocrine.  Dissection of an eye, brain, heart, and fetal pig will be required.  This is a must for 
anyone who is considering a career in the nursing or medical field.   
 
713 - Genetics:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  Bio 102 or Bio 101 
 
This course will involve an in-depth look into genetics including mono and dihybrid crosses.  Other forms of inheritance will be explored in detail 
including sex-linked traits, incomplete dominance, co-dominance, and pedigrees.  This class will entail a weekly Journal Club where students will 
be expected to research and present breaking news in the field to keep up-to-date with the ever changing technologies that affect this field and our 
society. 
 
*** IF YOU HAVE TAKEN BIOLOGY 2, YOU CANNOT TAKE THE ABOVE THREE COURSES BECAUSE THEY REPLACE 
THAT COURSE. 
 
714 - Diseases and Biotechnology:  Credit ½, semester course 
Prereq:  Bio 102 or Bio 101; English 102 
 
This course will study the practical applications of genetics.  This will include research of genetic diseases and many areas of biotechnology such 
as genetic engineering, gene therapy, pharmacogenomics, and epigenetics.  We will continue the weekly Journal Clubs that were common in 
Genetics.  This class will involve several research papers in order to further prepare students for college level papers as well as Book Club which 
will entail reading a designated book related to the field of genetics. 
 
699 - HEALTH TECHNOLOGIES I and HEALTH TECH II (700):  Credit 2, Grades 11-12    
* 1 credit for completion of 100 hours externship 
Prereq:  Entrance Requirements               This course does not count towards a science credit. 
 
Health Technologies is a possible choice students will have in Tech Prep programming.  The training will include medical terminology, nurse 
aide, infection control, diagnostic procedures, basic EKG, and general office procedures.  Students will be introduced to emergency medical care, 
radiology and medications.  "Clinical" participation, designed in collaboration with Berger Hospital, will also be part of the learning process. 
Seniors successfully completing 100 hours of internship will be awarded 1 additional credit.  After completion of high school, students will have 
employment opportunities in the area of nursing assistant, home health aide, ward clerk, and EKG monitor. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
The following seven strands will be stressed in all social studies courses at Logan Elm High School:

VII. Social Studies Methods & Skills 

 
798 - Global American Studies 1 (1877-1945):  Credit 1; Required 
Prereq:  None, Fee: None 
 
Ninth grade students continue the chronological study of world history and the history of the United States.  The students study historic eras, the 
influence of geographic settings, cultural perspectives, economic systems and various forms of government.  The students develop a deeper 
understanding of their role as citizens and continue to expand their command of social studies skills and methods. 
 
799 - Global American Studies 2 (1945 – Present):  Credit 1; Required, Sophomores & Above 
Prereq:  Global American Studies 1, Fee:  None 
 
Tenth grade students focus on United States studies with emphasis on foreign and domestic affairs.  This study incorporates each of the seven 
standards in the study of 20th Century United States history and the beginnings of the 21st Century.  This will be a strong emphasis on benchmarks 
related to the Ohio Graduation Test in social studies. 
 
800 - Advanced Global American II (1945-Present):  Credit 1 
Prereq:  “A” in Global I and passage of Practice OGT Test.  The class in limited to the top 25% of sophomores depending on meeting all 
prerequisites.  
 
Tenth grade students focus in depth on United States studies with an emphasis on foreign and domestic affairs.  This course will consist of teacher 
directed activities, student led activities, group activities and individual research.  Students in this course develop learning and study habits to 
prepare them for AP American History.   
 
801 - OGT Intervention/Independent Study:  Credit ½, (semester) 
 
This course is required for students who have failed the OGT or are “at risk” of failing based on teacher evaluation.  Students who are credit 
deficient in this subject area may use this course as an independent study to gain needed graduation credit. 
 
805 - American Government:  Credit 1; Required 
Prereq: Seniors Only 
 
This is a survey course of government at the national, state, and local levels.  This student will understand how political, social, and economic 
choices are made; who makes them; and the effects of those choices on our lives and those around the world. A variety of learning methods will 
be utilized including:  class discussions, lectures, essays, research papers, etc. 
 
806 - American History:  AP United States History, Credit 1; Elective Only 
Prereq:  Grades 11-12, “A” grade in Global II 
 
This Advanced Placement course offers a challenging survey of American history from pre-historic times to the present.  Students will be 
expected to complete summer reading programs, interpret primary documents and analyze secondary sources, as well as use modern technology in 
research presentations.  Students are required to take the U.S. History AP test at the end of the course.  Approximate cost is $90.00 for the test. 
 
808 - Sociology/Psychology:  Credit 1; Elective Only 
Prereq:  Grades 11-12 
 
Sociology/Psychology will focus on human behavior and how humans interact in-groups.  Emphasis is on the systematic, scientific study of 
behavior and the interaction of humans’ in-groups.  It seeks to help understand interaction with others in this changing society.  This course 
emphasizes those interactions in areas such as culture, population explosion, delinquency and crime, education and religion, poverty and health, 
and marriage and family.  This course will also focus on the structure and function of the human mind. 
 
810 - Personal Law/Economics:  Credit 1; Elective Only 
Prereq:  Grades 10-12 
 
This course will focus on the American legal and economic systems.  Students will be involved in hands-on studies of the legislative, executive, 
and judicial systems as well as principles and procedures of business in a market economy.  This course will also focus on the legal and economic 
principles that are essential for participation as a citizen and voter.  A variety of learning methods will be utilized including discussions, research 
papers, mock trials, group projects, and case studies. 
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826 - Parenting and Child Development:  Credit 1¼ 
Prereq:  none 
 

Parenting – Practical problems related to parenting roles and responsibilities; taking responsibility for personal growth within the 
parenting role; preparing for parenthood; meeting developmental needs of children and adolescents; building positive parent-child 
relationships; using guidance and discipline to promote self discipline, self-esteem, and socially responsible behavior in children and 
adolescents; accessing sources of parenting information, support and assistance; and planning ways that families and society can share 
in nurturing children and adolescents.  Pregnancy and female health will be addressed.  Baby Think It Over is a requirement. 

 
Family Relations – Practical problems related to nurturing human development throughout the life span; forming one’s own family; 
building and maintaining healthy family relationships; developing positive communication patterns; dealing effectively with family 
stresses, conflicts, and crises; managing work and family roles and responsibilities and responding to social forces that influence 
families.  Service learning projects are required each nine weeks. 
 

827 - That’s Life:  Credit 1 ¼ 
Prereq: Teacher Approval 
 
This is a class for students who want to focus upon practical experience in the areas of work and family living.  The course emphasizes practical 
skills for use in career and family life.  Areas covered include food preparation, special food preparation, entertaining, etiquette, housing, interior 
design, sewing skills and community service.  Two service learning projects are required.  Class will perform community service projects as 
needed.  Class sewing project required:  quilt—pieced and finished—students will supply their own materials for this project. 
 
828 - Lifestyle Wellness:  Credit 1 ¼ 
 

Personal Development – The course will focus on managing conflicts and stress; developing healthy, caring relationships with peers 
and family; enhancing esteem of self and others; and choosing healthful and responsible ways to express self throughout the life span. 

 
Life Planning – The course is designed to aid the student in developing a life-management plan.  The “plan” will include many 
elements of wellness, building a lifelong career strategy and establishing a plan for using resources to meet individual and family 
needs and goals.  A service learning project is required each nine weeks. 
 

829 - Financial Fitness:   Credit ¾  
Prereq:  None 
 
This course will provide students with an understanding of the concepts and principles involved in managing one’s personal finances.  Topics 
may include savings and investing, credit, insurance, taxes and social security, spending patterns and budget planning, contracts and consumer 
protection.  A brief overview of the American economy may also be provided.  Projects that promote cost saving ideas and savvy shopping will 
be explored.  One service learning project will be required each 9 weeks.   
 
830 - Living Skills:  Credit 1 1/4 
Prereq: None 
 

Nutrition and Wellness – Practical problems related to making food choices, nutrition and nutrients, obtaining and storing food, 
preparing and serving meals and snacks, and selecting and using equipment for food preparation. 
 
Life Skills – Practical problems related to managing resources to achieve personal and family goals; making informed consumer 
choices, creating and maintaining a living environment; and selecting, obtaining and maintaining clothing.  Service learning project 
required each nine weeks.  Class demonstrations may be required.  A class sewing project is required.  Other class projects 
may also be required.   
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Students may not sign up for these courses, but will be assigned to them by the instructor. 
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850 - English:  Credit 1 
 
This course is designed to give language arts instruction in the areas of oral reading, reading comprehension, spelling, writing, sentence and 
paragraph structure, and preparation for job skills.  Preparation for the OGT is also given.  A completed career passport is required for graduation. 
 
853 - Social Studies 1:  Credit 1 
 
Ninth grade students continue the chronological study of world history and the history of the United States.  The students study historic eras, the 
influence of geographic settings, cultural perspectives, economic systems and various forms of government.  The students develop a deeper 
understanding of their role as citizens and continue to expand their command of social studies skills and methods. 
 
854 - Social Studies 2:  Credit 1 
 
Tenth grade students focus on United States studies with emphasis on foreign and domestic affairs.  This study incorporates each of the seven 
standards in the study of 20th Century United States history and the beginnings of the 21st Century.  This will be a strong emphasis on benchmarks 
related to the Ohio Graduation Test in social studies. 
 
855 - Science:  Credit 1 
 
This science course is a comprehensive course preparing each student for the 10th grade OGT and general science knowledge.  The general areas 
that are covered are physical science, earth science, life science, science and technology, science inquiry and scientific ways of knowing.  Specific 
areas that are covered include the metric system, structure of matter, chemical reactions, energy and motion, sound and light, electricity and 
magnetism, history of the earth, rocks and minerals, weathering and erosion, volcanic action, water, atmosphere, climate, the solar system, cells, 
the food chain and biomes. 
 
857 - Math:  Credit 1 
 
This area is designed to give individualized instruction in basic math fundamentals.  Courses may range from basic to pre-algebra.   
 
202 - Health:  Credit ½ 
 
This course is designed for students to better understand their bodies and better deal with life’s health problems. 
 
 
 

 
 
C.B.I.P. is a work experience program in which selected at-risk students spend a part of their day at school and a part on a job to gain school 
credit.  Students under 16 will be placed in job stations at school while those 16 and over will work at local businesses the remainder of the day.  
Students can earn health and physical education credits, along with field experience and related credits. 
 
Students must provide their own transportation.  Prospective C.B.I.P. applicants must go through an interview process with the C.B.I.P. 
coordinator and school counselors.  Students must understand that failure to keep or maintain employment during the school year for a two-week 
period of time will result in removal from the program.  School attendance policies must be adhered to or students will be dismissed from the 
program. 
 
924 - C.B.I.P. Related:  Credit 1 
Students enhance basic skills and learn how to be successful in today’s competitive job market. 
 
930 - C.B.I.P. Connections:  Credit ½  
Freshman and sophomores will be placed in job stations at school to gain work experience. 
 
932 - C.B.I.P. Experience:  Credits 3 
Juniors and seniors will work at local businesses a minimum of 15 hours per week.  Students must provide their own transportation.
